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Game Instructions
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1. Insert your index finger and thumb of each hand underneath the four flaps.

2. �Tell someone (or “a friend”) you have a supersecret, highly unusual,  
incredible, and amazing magical power. . . . YOU CAN READ MINDS!

3. Ask them to close their eyes and think of a spectacular question.

4. Let them pick one of the four items on the flaps (squirrel, kangaroo, monkey).

5. �Spell out the item—opening the fortune teller once for each letter, alternating 
directions between horizontal and vertical each time.

6. When you stop, ask them to pick a number visible on the flaps.

7. Open the fortune teller as many times as the number chosen. 

8. �Ask them to pick a number again, then ask them to look deep into your 
eyes, concentrate, and think of that spectacular question fom step 3.

9. �Lift the flap that bears the number.  
The answer is . . . 
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With the artwork down, fold each  
corner to the opposite corner. Open  
the paper up so you have creases.
